January 23 - February 06, 2026 
Palazzo Albrizzi-Capello, Venice 
 

ITSLIQUID Group, in collaboration with ACIT Venice - Italian-German Cultural Association, 
is pleased to announce the opening of the CANVAS INTERNATIONAL ART FAIR 2026 at 
Palazzo Albrizzi-Capello in Venice, from January 23 to February 06, celebrating the vibrant 
energy of the Venetian Carnaval season. This edition gathers a compelling selection of 
international artists whose works traverse memory, identity, emotion, and narrative, 
offering an immersive exploration of the contemporary visual landscape.  

Canvas Art Fair unfolds as a dialogue between materiality and concept, movement and 
stillness, intuition and structure, unfolding into artists’ evocative exchange. Among them, 
the solo exhibition “Sculpting My Universe” by Spanish artist Blanca Martí, curated by Luca 
Curci, reveals an intimate journey into her distinctive artistic language that merges color, 
texture, and sculptural techniques transforming personal stories and memories into 
evocative visual forms. 

Bengt Linden’s transformative approach elevates forgotten heirlooms and vintage artifacts 
into striking statements that blend imagination and history - resonating with Margus 
Veisveer’s painterly rigor, that connects memory and design to visual experimentation. 
Veisveer’s canvases reflect decades of engagement with visual communication, layering 
structural clarity with expressive brushwork - highlight how materiality can carry both 
narrative depth and aesthetic sophistication - prompting viewers to reconsider the 
overlooked within daily life. 

This conversation continues through color and gesture with Renata Rolefes’s 
Caribbean-inspired compositions which radiate movement and emotional intensity, 
translating light, rhythm, and color into canvases that pulse with joy. Similarly, Murielle 
Lacroix channels emotion through the body, using texture, collage, and intuitive 
mark-making to give form to subtle inner sensations, emphasizing how technique can 
render intangible experiences visible. 

The artistic practice of Pornobunny is rooted in queer culture and pop mythology, where 
desire, identity, irony, and power collide. Through digitally designed and hand-finished 
resin sculptures, the artist transforms the bunny into an erotic archetype and contemporary 
icon, playful yet radical, seductive yet vulnerable, turning the body into a declaration of 
freedom and self-expression. With a similarly vibrant chromatic intensity, Iraide 
Garitaonandia Bilbao approaches painting as a space of intuition and visual rhythm. Her 
canvases unfold through layered brushwork and spontaneous marks, generating abstract 
compositions charged with gestural and lyrical energy.  
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Painting becomes a form of writing: a physical trace of movement, emotion, and inner 
resonance. Photography introduces another layer of intimacy with Lana Prins, whose nude 
studies engage the body as a lived presence, negotiating vulnerability and 
self-representation. Her careful attention to light, framing, and immediacy complements the 
painterly explorations elsewhere in the fair, suggesting that whether through brush or lens, 
artistic technique mediates perception and emotional connection. Prins’s images converse 
with the intensity of Antonio Basavilbaso’s paintings - urban narratives, where cinematic 
light, structured composition, and chromatic contrasts create figurative cityscapes alive 
with tension and reflection. In Basavilbaso’s work, the interplay of neon light, architecture, 
and narrative focus constructs a metaphorical labyrinth, echoing Prins’s attentiveness to 
presence and perceptual subtleties, yet using very different tools.  

CANVAS INTERNATIONAL ART FAIR 2026 offers a cohesive journey through 
contemporary visual practices, highlighting how artists negotiate the seen and unseen, the 
personal and collective, through technique, material, and expression. The exhibition 
features a great selection of video artworks (see 
https://drive.google.com/drive/folders/1ihswAExmcQpP_JEWMYHzefoGQyfzW5NR?usp=s
haring).
